Jess Bell Photography  

 

   
Tell us about Jess Bell Photography. 
I am a Canadian photographer with a passion for 
capturing artistic images of animals in action. My work 
has been seen worldwide, appearing on billboards, 
photography competitions, fine art magazines and news 
stories. A few years ago, I   started   experimenting   with   
a   specializedform of action photography, incorporating                              
colourful powder into some of my work, and it's made me 
a world leader in this specialized field.  
 
 
What inspired you to become a photographer? 
I've always leaned towards artistic interests, but it was my 
dog, mostly! 12 years ago, I got a very special Australian 
Shepherd named Cohen. She was annoyingly energetic 
and highly trainable, which opened up doors to training 
her for commercials, performances and sporting events. I 
started taking photos of her to commemorate all our hard 
work, and then started taking photos of my peers and their 
animals, and the rest is history.  
 
 
What type of photography do you do? 
My passion is animal photography. I love the challenge of 
it, and I love the reward of creating truly captivating 
imagery of powerful, athletic animals. I have a deep love 
and appreciation for people and animals alike, and draw 
a lot of inspiration from it.  
 
 
How did you start into the equine side of things? 
I've always been fascinated by equines and equine 
photography, but growing up and living in the city, access 
has always been a bit of an issue. I've always jumped at the 
opportunity to work with friends who own and work with 
horses, but it's been a bit of a side project until now. 
Luckily, I have met a number of very talented and 
wonderful people who have taken the time to work with 
me and help me fill in gaps in my knowledge as I work to 
make their equine partners look their best in their photos. 
My goal for 2022 is to fully launch a series of specialized 
equine powder sessions throughout my area, and arrange 
for equines to be a cornerstone of my photography 
business.  
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Tell us about the session featuring 
Canterbrook Precocious (photos on left). 
Where to start? What a fairy tale session. I 
consider myself immensely lucky to have had 
the opportunity to work with Canterbrook 
Precocious, her owner Harleigh Hackney-
Brinkman, and her mother Amie Hackney. I put 
out a call in a local Ontario social media group 
looking for some people willing to take part in 
an equine powder session so I could try out a 
few new-to-me ideas. Immediately upon 
making contact, I knew that they'd be an 
amazing fit for what I was looking for. They 
bent over backwards to make me feel welcome 
and made sure I had everything I needed. And 
of course, Precocious was perfect from start to 
finish. I was over the moon with the results of 
the session. 
 
 
What inspired the session? 
I've been working with canines and powder 
photography extensively over the past few 
years, but only had limited experience with 
equines and powder, and had added to my 
photographic arsenal since last combining 
equine subjects and powder. It felt like a natural 
progression based on my expertise and love of 
animals. I also take great pride in continuing to 
challenge myself in learning new things – this 
session was organized to check all these boxes 
for me. 
 
 
What is involved with the process? 
Powder is a fickle medium. Also, there are a 
number of safety precautions that must be 
ensured in order to use the material ethically 
and safely with animals. So first and foremost, a 
capable and knowledgeable handler is required. 
Once we have that, it takes a small village to pull 
off a shoot like this, not to mention a truly 
unflappable photography subject. There are a 
lot of strange sights, sounds and experiences 
involved in a powder session, so having a horse 
that is comfortable in unusual situations is key. 
Canterbrook's Precocious fit this requirement to 
a "T". She was just perfection in an elegant little 
package.  
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Any favourite moments? 
All of them! I think the highlight of my experience was rolling up to 
the arena and there being a small convoy of people ready to help me 
set up and lend me their two cents when it came to how best to 
approach the session to get the very best out of the animals. I love to 
work collaboratively, and this session was a perfect example of it. I 
think my second favourite moment was when we sorted out the 
mechanics of how best to get Precocious' ears up and forward while 
jumping. She had such a perfect expression once we sorted it out. It 
was just a dream!  
 
 
Any thoughts on the Welsh breed? 
They're such a sweet and jolly little breed. I'm a big fan. I think their 
sweet, perky expressions and fearless attitude can make them a perfect 
photography subject. And they're just so beautifully athletic! I was 
thrilled with the opportunity to work with a Welsh pony, as I had  
never had the opportunity before.  
 
 
Any advice for young, inspiring photographers?   
Don't be afraid to try new things! But always do your best to honour 
the animal and keep their safety and wellbeing top of mind. I'm more 
than happy to chat briefly if people have their own questions about 
starting out.
